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Proceedings for Stakeholders’ Consultation Meeting on Preparation of
DPR for Godavari & Krishna Rivers Rejuvenation through Forestry
Interventions for Telangana State held on 06* Nov 2019 at Park Hotel
Somajiguda, Hyderabad.

The stakeholders’ consultation meeting for the preparation of Detailed Project Report
(DPR) for rejuvenation of Godavari & Krishna Rivers through Forestry Interventions for
Telangana State was jointly organized by Institute of Forest Biodiversity (IFB) and
Institute of Wood Science & Technology (IWST) in collaboration with the Telangana
State Forest Department (TSFD), Govt. of Telangana held on 06t November, 2019 at

Park Hotel, Hyderabad, Telangana

Shri Praveen H. Chawhaan, Scientist-G & GCR welcomed the guests on to the dais and
spoke in brief about the genesis of the project and the relevance of the meeting in
connection with the preparation of DPR with regard to the rejuvenation of Godavari and
Krishna rivers. The Chief guest Dr. Rajeshwar Tiwari, IAS, Special Chief Secretary
Environment, Forest, Science and Technology, Department of Telangana, Smt R.
Sobha, IFS, Prl. Chief Conservator of Forests & HoFF (FAC), Telangana, Shri Lokesh
Jayaswal, Addl. PCCF (CAMPA) and State Nodal Officer for Telangana, Shri B. Kalyan
Chakravarthy, IAS, Director-General of EPTRI (Environment Protection and
Training Research Institute), Shri Munindra, IFS, PCCF (Admin), Shri MP Singh,
Director, IWST, Bangalore and Shri D. Jayaprasad, IFS Director, IFB were part of the

inaugural session.

The meeting was inaugurated by lighting the lamp by the chief guest and other
dignitaries. All the dignitaries emphasized the importance of river systems and need for
protection and sustenance and increase in percolation of surface run off for stabilizing
the aquifers. Shri Lokesh Jayaswal, Addl. PCCF (CAMPA) and State Nodal Officer for
Telangana delivered the welcome address stressing upon the significance of water and
the ecosystem services rendered by nature. He elaborated upon the aspect of the critical
status of seventy percent of the rivers in India and the relevance of the DPR for

rejuvenating Godavari and Krishna Rivers.




Shri MP Singh, Director, IWST, Bangalore spoke of the genesis of the river
rejuvenation DPR which had its roots in the Namame Ganga project. He stressed on the
need for different perspectives for different landscapes. He spoke on the challenges of
deforestation, extensive agriculture and urban sewerage. He informed that the priority
areas for forestry interventions are erosion, slope and land use, which have been

categorised into 5 levels. He also conveyed the status of the project.

Shri B. Kalyan Chakravarthy, IAS, Director-General, Environment Protection and
Training Research Institute (EPTRI), Hyderabad, suggested that the DPR should
include aspects of climate change and effort should be made to update the Peoples Bio

diversity Registers (PBR).

Shri Munindra, IFS, PCCF (Admin) complimented the Ministry of Environment for
taking up the river rejuvenation and said that the stake holders should be involved from
the very beginning. He stressed that two objectives namely reducing the soil erosion

and increasing water infiltration have to be focused upon.

Smt R. Sobha, IFS, Prl. Chief Conservator of Forests & HoFF (FAC), Telangana,, made a
fervent appeal for “ Anantha Van” (Unending Forests) Aviral Dhara(Perpetual Flow)
and Nirmal Dhara (Unpolluted) which is the prescription for the rejuvenation. She
urged the stakeholders to use this opportunity to provide inputs for effective DPR

preparation.

The Chief Guest Dr. Rajeshwar Tiwari, IAS, Special Chief Secretary Environment and
Forests, Science and Technology, Department of Telangana emphasized the
importance of rejuvenating two mighty rivers Godavari and Krishna. He defined
rejuvenation as feeling younger and better. He said that transformation was possible
through appropriate forestry interventions in the catchment area by restricting soil
erosion. In his view, stakeholders meant not only Government departments but also
people. He reiterated the idea of Anant Dhara, and Nirmal Dhara. He emphasized d that
nature provides sufficient resources to meet the needs of human beings but not their
greed. He wished that the rejuvenation would be able to bring back the past glory of the

two rivers- Godavari and Krishna and their hydrology, ecology and biodiversity. .

Shri D. Jayaprasad, IFS Director, IFB, Hyderabad profusely thanked the dignitaries

and said that valuable insights given would be incorporated in the preparation of DPR..




He further said that IFB was making a diligent and comprehensive effort in the
preparation of the DPR and expressed the hope that all the stakeholders will play an
active role and enable a DPR which will ensure that river Godavari and Krishna will be

rejuvenated.
Technical Session I

The first technical session on the proposed approach for the Preparation of DPR on
Rejuvenation of Godavari and Krishna rivers through Forestry interventions was
conducted under the Chairmanship of Shri Munindra, IFS, PCCF (Admin) with Shri

MP Singh, Director, IWST, Bangalore, as co-chairman.

The primary presentations outlined the landscape ecology approach, among others like
GIS and Remote sensing tools for a more exhaustive Geomorphic, Eco Friendly
Riverscape approach and other overall components of DPR on Godavari (Dr S Pattanaik,
IFB, Hyderabad ) and DPR on Krishna (Prof Nagaraj, Consultant, DPR, IWS&T,

Bengaluru).

Later, Shri, Raghuram, Superintending Engineer, Central Water Commission, Hyderabad
made a detailed presentation on Quantity and Quality of water flow in River Godavari
and Krishna. Detailing further research/data collection endeavors on the Godavari river,
Shri.K.V.K.Kuchel, Executive Engineer, Lower Godavari Division, Krishna&Godavari,
Basin organization, Central Water Commission, Hyderabad in this brief note on
Hydrological observatory Activities on Godavari River, elaborated on
role/responsibilities of CWC in Godavari basin, collection of basic hydrological data,
flood forecasting, Telemetric stations including water Quality Evaluation through 18

Sampling sites

Delving deep into the importance of river basins in basic approach to their efficient
management and restoration, Shri.Pushkar Singh Kutiyal, IES, Member, Godavari River
Management Board, Hyderabad and suggested the DPR should focus on 12 Sub-Basins
in Godavari instead of proposed 8 in the DPR.

Dr. Mohammed Osman, Principal Scientist, CRIDA, Hyderabad, made a presentation
on Agro forestry interventions in marginal farmlands and emphasized the importance

of horticulture plantations in river rejuvenation.




Shri N. Murali Mohan, M.Sc. Joint Chief Environment Scientist (FAC), Telangana State
Pollution Central Board (TSPCB), Hyderabad made a presentation on water Quality
status of River Godavari and Krishna, based on the concept of 5 designated best use
categorization of the Central Pollution Control Board Water Quality criteria, among
others for restoration of different kinds of water bodies. Besides the water quality
status, he also outlined the Action plan for rejuvenation of River Godavari under priority

IV/V in Telangana, besides raising immediate Technical issues
Technical session II:

The second Technical session was conducted under the Chairmanship ofShri Lokesh
Jayaswal, Addl. PCCF (CAMPA) and State Nodal Officer for Telangana and assisted by
Sri. Siddhanand Kukretry, IFS, Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests as

co-chairman on Natural Landscape Interventions- Inside Forest area.

A presentation on the use of GIS and Remote Sensing in forest Applications was made by
Shri P. Srinivasa Rao DCF (IT) GIS cell TS Forest department. He informed the
gathering that GIS data in various layers was readily available with the Telangana State
Forest Department and displayed the results of using GIS tools in identifying areas of

forest intervention.

Further, Shri.Vinay Kumar, IFS, CCF Nizamabad circle Nizamabad also made a
presentation on Natural landscape Interventions within Forest Area through Assisted
Natural Regeneration (ANR) basically a simple and relatively low cost restoration
landscape based methodology for multiple use-watershed protection, soil conservation

and vegetation (forested plants )for river restoration.

Technical Session 111

In all, four-presentations were made under /during &or Technical section III Post

lunch/tea.




Shri Sidhanand Kukretry, IFS, APCCF/CF, Rangareddy discussed on planting
techniques through artificial regeneration in open forest areas. Outlining case studies

highlighting the impact of forestry interventions in conservation.

Shri.Vinod Kumar, IFS Field Director Project Tiger, Kawal Reserve Circle, Nirmal,
Telangana introduced to the audience /stakeholders the Natural Landscape
Interventions inside Forest area in “Protected Areas” highlighted major Landscape
interventions in Protected Areas(PA) besides Riparian Zones in Forest Areas, their
importance Management Models for Pas using ecosystem approach or Core-Buffer

strategy, including in-situ conservation.
Technical session III:

This session was conducted under the chairmanship of Shri Swargam Sreenivas, IFS
with the assistance rendered by Dr. G. C. S Reddy, IFS in connection with Natural

Landscape Interventions-Outside Forest area.

Smt S.J.Asha IFS Spl Commissioner, Dept of Panchayat Raj &Rural Development,
Govt of Telangana Hyderabad on scope of Forestry Interventions outside Forest
Areas, highlighting major schemes-Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS) and IWMP, now merged in the PMKSY, besides natural
resource  Management through Economic/Horticulture Plantations, Barren Hill

Afforestation, Palle Pragathi (GP) Green Plan, Livelihood Generation, etc.

Dr. L. V. Reddy, Director, Horticulture department dealt the scope for horticulture and

Tree plantation outside forests.

Shri.K.Vijay Kumar, Director, Agriculture Department, Govt of Telangana,
Hyderabad made a presentation on Scope of Agriculture in rejuvenation of Krishna and
Godavari River outlining select district wise, six to be precise, existing cropping pattern
and suggested interventions, through crop diversification in various soil types, include

monkey and wild boar as threats.

As an extension of Landscape Greening Initiative towards conservation of urban
biodiversity within the Greater Hyderabad Municipal Corporation (GHMC) limits (Ca,
626 km?, 2007), Shri.V.Krishna, Add/ commissioner, GHMC, Hyderabad made a




presentation, highlighting the civic Body’s Biodiversity conservation Efforts, among

other. He also elaborated.

The third technical session was followed by the Panel discussion conducted under the

Chairmanship of Smt R. Sobha, IFS, Prl. Chief Conservator of Forests & HoFF (FAC),

Telangana, the panel members being Shri Munindra, IFS, PCCF (Admin), Shri Lokesh
Jayaswal, Addl. PCCF (CAMPA) and State Nodal Officer for Telangana, Shri MP Singh,

Director, IWST, Bangalore, Sri. M. Raghuram, Superintendent Engineer, CWC and
Shri D. Jayaprasad, IFS Director, IFB.
