cancelled without any intimation to accommodate other interested applicant 
5.  No fee payment is required for the training 
6.  Participants will have to arrange for their transport to the venue and return. Travels made by 

using public transport (Train up to Sleeper Class, Bus non-AC) through shortest route will be 

reimbursed on submission of tickets in original, ADHAAR as ID Proof and Bank Account details 

7.  Accommodation and local transport arrangements for the training days will be arranged by the 
organizers 
8.  Candidates should report to the venue by 02.09.2024 evening and plan departure after 6.00 pm 
on 05.09.2024 
9. Candidates who have already attended training organized in 2022-2023 and 2023-2024 are not 
eligible to apply again 
10.  Candidates need to carry their own laptop for hands-on sessions
